Emergency Communication: fixed telephone lines at Palmer/Sollum Tennis Center (662-915-7532 and 662-915-
7501) 
 
Emergency Equipment: emergency equipment (frac pack, vacuum splints) on site for practice, AED transported to 
venue for each competition 
 
Role of First Responders 

1. Immediate care of the injured or ill student-athlete 
2. Emergency equipment retrieval 
3. Activation of emergency medical system (EMS) 

a. 9-911 call (provide name, address, telephone number; number of individuals 
injured; condition of injured; first aid treatment; specific directions; other 
information as requested) 

b. campus police (662-915-7234) respond to all 911 calls 
4. Direction of EMS to scene 

a. open appropriate gates and doors 
b. designate individual to “flag down” EMS and direct to scene 
c. scene control: limit scene to first aid providers and move bystanders away from 

area
