Birmingham-Southern went 33-18 last
season playing as an NCAA Division | Independent,
including recording a 4-1 win over No. 10 Mississippi
State last February in Starkville.

Birmingham-Southern went 33-18 last season as an
NCAA Division | Independent and recorded a 4-1
win at No. 10 Mississippi State last February. The
Panthers hit .319 as a team last season and return
eight players that hit .300 or better (min. 50 ABS),
including their top two hitters in senior Connor
Robertson and senior OF Michael Cline, who bat-
ted .389 and .379, respectively. Robertson also led
the team with 52 RBIs and was tied for the team lead
in HRs with 11, along with senior C Ryan Griffith.
Robertson enters this weekend's series needing one
hit to become the seventh player in school history to
record 200 career hits.

REBELS ENTER FOURTH SEASON UNDER
BIANCO: The 2004 season will mark head coach
Mike Bianco’s fourth year at the helm of the Ole
Miss baseball program. He is 111-69-1 (.616 winning
pct.) with the Rebels and has a career record of 211-
140-1 (.601 winning pct.), that includes a three-year
100-71 mark (.585 winning pct.) at McNeese State
from 1998-2000. Bianco has recorded six straight
30-win seasons as a head coach and guided three
teams to NCAA Tournament appearances. He took
the Cowboys to an NCAA Regional in 2000 and the
Rebels in 2001 and 2003.

OLE MISS ENJOYS MOST SUCCESSFUL
THREE-YEAR PERIOD IN SCHOOL HISTORY
UNDER BIANCO: The 111 wins by the Rebels in
three seasons under head coach Mike Bianco rep-
resents the best three-year win total in school histo-
ry. Ole Miss’' 48 SEC wins during Bianco's three
years is also the most in any three-year span in
school history. The only other time Ole Miss won 100
games in a three-year period was under Don
Kessinger from 1993-1995, when the Rebels went

1 starter from a year ago in RHP T.J. Beam (8-2,
2.94 ERA), the Rebels still return the core of last
year's staff that posted an SEC best 3.45 team ERA.
Sophomores Anthony Cupps (RHP, 4-3, 2.92
ERA), Eric Fowler (LHP, 3-2, 4.05), Stephen Head
(LHP, 4-1, 1.40), Mark Holliman (RHP, 4-7, 3.84),
and Brae Wright (4-4, 3.49) all worked more than

50 innings last season as freshmen to to account for
over 60-percent of the team’s total innings pitched.
The “Young Gun” pitchers also combined to total 19
wins and 16 saves with a 3.22 ERA (341.0 IP, 122
