The 2001
Naismith and Collegel nsider.com National Coach
of the Year, Barnes has a 98-60 record (.620 win-
ning percentage). He is 12-14 in 2002-03. The 86
winsin his 1st 4 seasons were the most by a Rebel
coach in that pan of time in Ole Miss higtory. Last
year, Barnes, the 2001 Southeestern Conference
Coach of the Year, guided Ole Missto a 20-11 over-
al record and aberth in the NCAA Tournament.

Barnes was hired as the Rebel head coach on
April 9,1998. A 1988 graduate of Ole Miss, Barnes
sarved as an assistant under Evans from 1993-98.
During his time as an assistant coach, the Rebdls
compiled a record of 76-63 and won back-to-back
Southeastern Conference Western Division titles
and received consecutive NCAA Tournament berths
in 1997 and 1998. Barnes played at Ole Miss from
1984-88 and was named All-SEC his senior season.
He still ranks on the Ole Miss career chartsin scor-
ing (18th; 1,201 points), assists (2nd; 456) and stedls
(7th; 154).

OLE MISS-ARKANSAS SERIES

Saturday’ sgamewill the 52nd meeting between
the 2 schools, with the Razorbacks holding an all-
time series lead of 34-17. The series began in 1937.
Since Arkansas joined the Southeastern Conference
in the 1991-92 season, the Rebelslead the series 12-
11. Earlier this season, Ole Miss defested the
Razorbacks 73-54 in Oxford (see game recap and
boxscore on page 6). Last year, the Rebels swept the
series, winning 70-64 in Fayetteville and 79-67 in
Oxford (see game boxscores on page 8).

The Rebelshavewon 6 straight and 9 of thelast
11 meetings versus the Razorbacks. Arkansas holds
a 10-5 series lead in games played in Fayetteville,
but Ole Miss has won 4 of the last 6 encounters in
Bud Walton Arena. Arkansas last win in the series
came in the 1999-2000 season, a 71-64 victory on
Jan. 5, 2000. Ole Miss head coach Rod Barnesis
8-1 versus Arkansas and 3-1 against the
Razorbacksin Fayetteville.

SCOUTING ARKANSAS

The Razorbacks enter Saturday’s game with a
9-17 overal record and a 4-11 Southeastern
Conference mark. Arkansas has won 2 of its last 3

games, including victories over Vanderhilt Feb. 26
and nationdly-ranked Mississippi State Mar. 1.

Freshman Jonathon Modica leads 3 Razorbacks
in double figures with an 11.6 scoring average. Eric
Ferguson (11.4 ppg) and Kendrick Davis (10.0 ppg)
are dso averaging double digits. Dioniso Gomez
leadstheteam on the glass, averaging 6.8 boards per
game. Modicaand Gomez are the squad' s top shoot -
ers a 47 percent, and Modica is aso the top threat
fromthearc at 36.4 percent. Ferguson leadsthe team
with 83 assists.

Arkansas is shooting 39.6 percent from the
field, 31 percent from the arc and 61.7 percent from
the foul line. The Razorbacks are out-rebounding
their opponents on the boards by an average of 5.7
rebounds per game (38.3-32.6).

Saturday’s game between Arkansas and Ole
Miss is the 2nd time this season Rod Barnes and
Stan Heath will face each other as head coaches, but
this year waan't the 1<t time the 2 have been on
opposing benches. Back in the 1999 NCAA
Tournament, Barnes, then the Rebels 1st-year head
coach, guided Ole Miss to the 2nd round of the
NCAA Tournament whereit played Michigan State.

Juniors Justin Reed and Aaron Harper, both from Jackson, Miss., were named to the Nationa
Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) All-District 6 second team, the organi zation announced Feb.
19. Thisisthe 2nd-gtraight year Reed has received the honor, while it is Harper's 1.

Joining Reed and Harper on the 2nd team were Alabama's Maurice Williams, Georgid's Ezra
Williams and Auburn’s Marquis Daniels.

One of the nation’ stop three-point shooters, Harper ishitting 42 percent from the arc. Heis averaging
12.9 points and 4.0 boards, while shooting 44.8 percent from the field and 73.1 percent from the foul line.
Ranked among the Southeastern Conference leaders in scoring and three-point field goa percentage,
Harper was named the league's Player of the Week for the week of Jan. 20-26. During that week,
the 6-foot-7 forwar d/guar d averaged 21.0 points, 7.0 reboundsand 5.5 assstsin the Rebdls two vic-
toriesover No. 15/No. 13 Alabama Jan. 21 and Arkansas Jan. 25.

Reed, atwo-time Wooden Award candidate, leads the Rebel squad in scoring (14.8 ppg), rebounding
(5.6 rpg) and field goal percentage (49.1) and is ranked among the league’ s Setistica leadersin al 3 sa
tistical categories. Earlier this season, the 6-foot-8 forward joined the Rebel 1,000-point club and isin the
17th spot on the Ole Miss career scoring chart with 1,209 points. Reed also has 550 career rebounds and
isonly the 9th player in Ole Miss history to have 1,200 points and 500 boards. He tied a career high scor-
ing with 26 points versus Vanderbilt Feb. 1.

In the 4 contests prior, the Rebes had hit
only 19 treys (4.8/game) and shot 27.5 percent
from thearc.
