Soccer Times vote getters. It marks Ole Miss' first ever appearance in the NSCAA national ranking. The Rebels
became the first Division | team from the state of Mississippi to crack the top 25 in the second week of this season.
Alabama has not entered the rankings in 2003. Auburn has been tabbed as high as 11th (Buzz) this season, and
are currently 17th by Soccer Buzz and receiving votes in the NSCAA and Soccer Times rankings.

final 20 minutes, as Ole Miss blew open a tight match at LSU Friday, 3-0. The Rebels’ second straight shutout
marked the club’s ninth of the year, a new single-season school record. On a rain-drenched field, neither team could
muster many offensive opportunities. The SEC Western Division rivals notched 10 shots apiece, and combined for
only eight shots-on-goal and five corner kicks. Freshman Kaela Kelly notched her first career two-goal game to
secure a 4-1 beating of the Lady Razorbacks Sunday. Sophomore transfer Megan Mattei netted her first career
goal vs. Arkansas, while junior Kristal Menard registered her third multiple-assist match of the season against the
Lady Backs.

SCOUTING ALABAMA: Alabama (7-6-1, 0-3-1 SEC) skids into the weekend winless in SEC play with only one goal
scored through four league games. The Crimson Tide held off VVanderbilt for a 0-0 tie last time out, on the strength
of sophomore keeper Laura Lowman'’s fourth shutout of 2003. Sophomore Libby Probst and senior Dawn Nash lead
the scoring effort for UA with seven and six goals, respectively. The Tide holds a 5-4 all-time series edge, although
Ole Miss has come out on top in three of the last four meetings. The Rebels snagged a 2-1 victory a year ago, in
the team’s first ever triumph in Tuscaloosa. Rebel midfielder Kristal Menard tallied a goal and an assist in the win.

SCOUTING AUBURN: Defending SEC Regular Season Champion Auburn (8-2-3, 1-1-2 SEC) was the preseason
favorite to recapture the Western Division crown, but the Tigers are third after two weeks of conference action. Last
weekend, Auburn, who has been ranked as high as 11th, came from three goals down to overtake Vanderbilt, 3-2,
and tied Kentucky, 1-1. Junior forward Sarah Steinmann netted the game-winner vs. the Commodores and assist-
ed on the tying goal against the Kats. The reigning SEC Player of the Year continues to lead the Tiger attack with
team highs in goals (8) and assists (5). Auburn has taken six of nine meetings with Ole Miss, including a 3-1 deci-
sion on the Plains a year ago.

PLAYER OF THE WEEK: For the second time in a month, Ole Miss goalkeeper Brittany Gillespie has been cho-
sen as the SEC Soccer Defensive Player of the Week. A senior from Modesto, Calif., Gillespie picked up a pair of
SEC wins in goal last weekend to help the Rebels (12-2, 3-1 SEC) take over first place in the Western Division.
Gillespie's 3-0 blanking of LSU Friday established the Rebels a new school record with their ninth shutout of the
season. The Sunday victory against Arkansas tied Gillespie for the Ole Miss career lead in goalkeeper wins with
29. The two-time team captain is already the school’s all-time leader in shutouts (19.9) and goals-against average
(0.92). Gillespie has been among the nation’s best keepers in 2003, ranking 12th in the NCAA in goals-against aver-
age at 0.50. She also leads the conference in GAA, shutouts (8.9) and save percentage (.881). Gillespie also
nabbed Player of the Week accolades on Sept. 29 after posting back-to-back shutouts of Middle Tennessee and
Southeast Missouri.

SEC'S BEST?: At least statistically, one could make a case for Ole Miss as the Southeastern Conference’s best
team this season. Overall, the Rebels have the league’s most wins (12) and highest winning percentage (.857). Ole
Miss is also the SEC leader in almost every offensive and defensive category, including shots, goals, assists, points,
fewest goals allowed, goals-against average, shutouts and corner kicks. In the latest NSCAA rankings, only Florida
is ranked higher than the Western Division leading Rebs. Brittany Gillespie has been the conference’s top keep-
er with SEC bests in goals-against average (0.50), shutouts (8.9) and save percentage (0.881). In addition, Amy
Sample is the assist leader with seven on the year, while Kristal Menard ranks top 10 in points, goals and assists.
