Smith is in his fourth season as the Devilettes’ head
coach, with an overall record of 104-125 during his
tenure. Mississippi Valley State has won back-to-back
SWAC Championships in 2004 and 2005, and has
gotten off to a 6-1 start in league play this season.
Smith’s club was 34-30 a year ago and 21-3 against
SWAC competition.

OLE MISS HEAD COACH

MISSY DICKERSON

Dickerson is in her first season at the helm of the
Rebels after leading Texas A&M-Corpus Christi to
three straight Big South Championships and three
straight NCAA Tournament berths in her first head
coaching stop. With her 12-22 record at Ole Miss, her
overall record as a Division I head coach is now 124-
78 (.614 winning pct.), including a 42-11 mark with the
Islanders last year.

Follow Ole Miss Softball on the
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LAST TIME OUT
The Rebels are coming off a mid-week series

against SEC rival Arkansas, in which Ole Miss won
one of three. After taking the first game 2-1 on
Tuesday on the strong pitching of junior Cathie
Hacker and senior Dana Brill, the Rebels surren-
dered a sixth-inning lead in the nightcap to lose a 4-3
heartbreaker. Arkansas finished the series victory by
running away with a 9-0 win on Wednesday.

This weekend, the Rebels were off for the first and
only time during the 2006 campaign.

SCOUTING THE DEVILETTES
Mississippi Valley State is 9-21 overall, but

boasts a 6-1 record in the SWAC. Playing a very com-
petitive schedule, the Devilettes have suffered defeats
to nationally-ranked Alabama, LSU, Washington,
California and Louisiana-Lafayette this season.

Mississippi Valley State is batting .233 as a team.
Leading the team in hitting is junior Nakelya Moragne,
who is batting .364. Senior Tamara Phillips has a
team-high 14 RBI.

The pitching staff has a 6.07 ERA as a team.
Sophomore Traci Roper is the leader in the circle with
a 4.00 ERA in 16 appearances and 11 starts. She has
nine complete games, including one shutout.

WATCH OUT IF REBELS SCORE FIRST
Ole Miss has had plenty of success this year when

it gets an early lead. The Rebels have been able to
clamp down and win 10 of 13 games in which they
have scored first, while they have had a tough time so
far with comebacks, having won just twice in 21 con-
tests when the opponent breaks the ice.

BRILL SITTING ‘EM DOWN
Senior RHP Dana Brill has 93 strikeouts in 92

innings pitched this year, including 47 K's in her last 36
1/3 innings. She is on pace to shatter her mark of
103 K’s from last season, when she tossed 148
innings.

On March 14, she tied Mary Jane Callahan’s
school record with 15 strikeouts in the 2-0 victory over
Stephen F. Austin. Brill set the school record for
strikeouts in a 7-inning game, as Callahan fanned
15 in last year’s 14-inning victory over No. 4 UCLA.

GOING TO WORK
It has been like going to work, or going to class,

for the Rebels thus far in terms of weekday vs. week-
end records.

The Rebels are 7-2 in mid-week games so far,
while they have just 5 wins and 20 losses on Friday,
Saturday and Sunday combined. Ole Miss’ weekday
performances include sweeps of doubleheaders over
Southeastern Louisiana, Stephen F. Austin and in-
state rival Southern Miss.

SHE’S GOT THE POWER
Sophomore 2B Lauren Rowe has hit four home

runs through 34 games this season and is one shy of
matching her total from her freshman campaign.

With Ole Miss not traditionally being a power-hit-

ting team, that means Rowe’s nine career home
runs already put her in sole possession of fifth all-
time on the Rebel charts. She is just one shy of tying
for third all-time with Andrea Brahs (2002-04) and
Brooke Turner (2002-05) and just two shy of tying for
second all-time with Heather Swinney (1997-2000).

CONCHOS LEADING THE WAY
Freshman SS Lisa Conchos has led the Rebels

in batting average ever since her first collegiate game,
in which she went 3-for-3 with 5 RBI to help the Rebels
to a 12-1 win over Grambling State.

She currently is tops on the club with a .340 aver-
age, while also leading the team with 15 runs scored
and 9 multi-hit performances. She ranks second on
the squad with 11 RBI, 38 total bases, a .392 slugging
percentage and a .381 on-base average.

KAYLA MOSLEY HEATING UP IN SEC PLAY
Nine games into Southeastern Conference

play, sophomore OF Kayla Mosley has been heat-
ing up, as she is tied for the team lead with 8 hits
in 23 at-bats for a .348 average in league games.
She is tied with freshman SS Lisa Conchos.

Combined with a transition to the top of the lineup
(she has served as the leadoff batter in the last 10
games), Mosley has been able to lead the Rebels in
conference games, as she has either led the team or
tied for the lead in base hits in three of the last six SEC
contests.

BIRTHDAY REBELS
A pair of Ole Miss softball players celebrated their

birthdays during spring break. Sophomore 1B Erin
Faircloth enjoyed a pair of wins over Stephen F.
Austin on her birthday, March 14.

Freshman SS Lisa Conchos also had a winning
celebration, with two wins over Southern Miss for her
birthday on the 16th.

MARY JANE CALLAHAN IS ALL-TIME REBEL
STRIKEOUT QUEEN

Junior LHP/DP Mary Jane Callahan became the
all-time leader in Ole Miss history with 375 career
strikeouts when she fanned the final batter of the
game in the 3-0 win over Evansville for her eighth
strikeout in the complete-game shutout performance.
Callahan moved past Amanda Fine (1997-99), who
amassed 374 career K’s as a Rebel. Callahan’s record
now stands at 414.

HURLERS CHASING RECORDS
Junior LHP/DP Mary Jane Callahan and senior

RHP Dana Brill are approaching some of the Ole
Miss career marks in several different categories.

Callahan recorded her 28th career win against
Southern Miss on March 16, which moved her into
sole possession of second place all-time at Ole Miss,
passing Jennifer Hughes (1999-2001). This past
Tuesday against Arkansas, Brill notched her 24th
career victory to move into a tie for fourth with Lindsay
Price (2000-03).

Callahan has added to her all-time strikeout
record with 414 now for her career, while Brill has
recently moved into third all-time and has now
amassed 352 career K’s, which is just 22 shy of
Amanda Fine’s 374 and second place.

DOESN’T GET ANY EASIER
Playing in the Southeastern Conference, the

Rebels are always going to play some of the top com-
petition in the nation. And with a demanding non-con-
ference slate, this season is no different.

There are currently nine opponents that are
either ranked in the Top 25 or receiving votes in
one of the two major softball polls.

Those opponents include No. 2 Tennessee, No. 3
Texas, No. 6 Alabama, No. 10 Louisiana-Lafayette, No.
11 Georgia, No. 13 LSU, No. 18 Auburn and No. 22
Mississippi State. Florida is receiving votes.

McINTIRE COMES TO LIFE IN AUSTIN
Senior 3B Rebecca McIntire improved her bat-

ting average by 73 points while at the Time Warner
Cable Texas Invitational, as she got 6 hits in 14 at-bats
(.429 average), with a tournament-high three doubles,
two RBI, two runs and two walks to her credit. She
was 2-for-2 with a pair of doubles and walks in the 6-
1 win over TAMU-CC, while also playing stellar
defense, including a diving catch along the line to save
a potential Islander run.

The native of Chatsworth, Calif., has already set
career highs with 11 runs scored and six doubles
through just 34 games. She is also on pace for career
highs in hits and stolen bases.

BRAND NEW HOME
The Rebels returned from four straight weekend

tournaments away from Oxford to christen the newly
renovated Ole Miss Softball Complex with a pair of
wins, 8-2 and 6-0, over Southeastern Louisiana on
March 8.

With a $1.2 million renovation project, the Ole
Miss Softball Complex has been transformed into
one of the nation’s elite facilities.

Highlighting the project is a brand new
hitting/practice facility which makes Ole Miss one of
only a handful of programs in the country to boast a
facility solely for the use of softball.

The project also includes a state-of-the-art new
press box, refurbished dugouts, new video and audio
systems, a brick facade lining the grandstands, new
lighting and fixtures, new fencing and netting and a
central seating section with comfort-designed chair-
back seats.

FORMER REB BRITTE HARDY HONORED
As part of the celebration of the 35th Anniversary

of African-Americans at Ole Miss and in connection
with Black History Month, former softball player Britte
Hardy (2000-04) was honored last month along with
the other Rebel greats who were the first Black stu-
dent-athletes to participate in their respective sports.

As a senior in 2004, Hardy was the only player on
the Rebel squad to play in all 52 games. She led the
team with 43 hits and set career highs in steals, walks,
RBI, triples and at bats during the campaign. The
native of Peachtree City, Ga., was the All-State
Southside Player of the Year at McIntosh High School
and also set five school track records, along with earn-
ing All-Region accolades in basketball.

The festivities included a Black History Month
Gala on Friday night and a halftime ceremony honor-
ing the Ole Miss greats at the men’s basketball game
vs. Auburn.

GOOD WORKS
Mary Jane Callahan was Ole Miss' representa-

tive on the 2005 SEC Softball Good Works Team,
being honored for her extensive work in the communi-
ty. She was an integral part of the North Mississippi
Regional Center's Halloween Carnival and the Oxford
Boys and Girls Club. She was a member of the Big
Brother/Big Sister program, helping to mentor children
in the Oxford area. A native of Muenster, Texas, she
has spent time volunteering for the "Reading with the
Rebels" program, stressing the importance of reading
to elementary students. Callahan also participated in
the canned food drive for the Oxford Food Pantry.

SUCCESS IN THE CLASSROOM
Ole Miss had several players honored for their

academic efforts in the 2004-05 school year. Mary
Jane Callahan, Jordan Chitwood, Stacy

McCommon and Mandy Ott were recognized as
members of the 2005 SEC Academic Honor Roll,
while Kayla Mosley was named to the SEC Freshman
Academic Honor Roll. Ott was named to the UM
Chancellor's Honor Roll after a perfect 4.0 GPA in
2004-05, while Mosley made the Chancellor's list in
the fall. McCommon made the UMAA Honor Roll both
semesters, while Chitwood, Erin Faircloth and
Brittany Warner made the UMAA Honor Roll in the
fall, and Dana Brill and DeDe Justice made the list in
the spring.
